Twelve builders are showcasing 38 showhomes and two
presentation centres at 22 homesites in 11 municipalities:
Burnaby, Coquitlam, Langley, Maple Ridge, New Westmin-
ster, North Vancouver, Pitt Meadows, Port Coquitlam, Port
Moody, Squamish and Surrey. Hours are Saturday/Sunday
noon to 5 p.m.

GVHBA President Dale Barron of Morningstar Homes Ltd.,
a parade participant, says the homes included in this popu-
lar consumer event represent a sampling of the best the area’s
professional builders have to offer.

“Participating builders offer a broad range of home types,
styles and prices.

Included in this free event are detached homes, duplexes,
townhomes, and low- and highrise condominiums. Prices
range from the low $200,000s for a space-efficient and con-
veniently located lowrise condo in Cloverdale, to more than
$850,000 for a luxurious duplex home nestled in the spec-
tacular Sea to Sky community of Squamish.

All but two of the 22 homesites offer furnished and deco-
rated model homes — some with up to four homes on
model row — showcasing the work of some of the Lower
Mainland’s foremost architects and interior designers.

The parade’s two projects without models offer onsite pres-
entation centres, where visitors can talk to the knowledge-
able sales staff, review site maps, project renderings, floor
plans, colour schemes, design details and upgrade packages.
Presentation centres have become an integral component of
the home-buying experience.
